Reading riddles to Year R. 
YR 6 Practise SATS.
	Alternative spellings.

	Focus Texts – Into the Forest By Anthony Browne.
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The children will be writing reading and solving various ‘Who am I?’ riddles for from different fairy tale characters. They will then write their own too for Year R to guess.  
Learning Intention: To write a sentence using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.
Learning Intention: To give clues in my writing.
Learning Intention: To use question marks in my writing.

	Lava Lamps Science Experiment (working scientifically)
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How can we help the little boy in the story calm down/relax? Leading on to making lava lamps for our calm area. 
Exploring different amounts of oil/colour/glitter etc. Why does the colour stay inside the bubbles? Does it work with water? Why/why not? Child led investigations.

Learning Intention: To talk about which liquid is the most suitable to make my lava lamp with.
Learning Intention: To talk about what happens when move my lava lamp and why. 
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The children will learn about the Grimm Brothers who collected and published tales. They will learn about how the original tales have been re-written and have changed/become more friendly over time.
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The children will learn about Charles Perrault who was a French writer. He was best known for a version of Sleeping Beauty, Cinderella, Bluebeard, Puss in Boots and a version of Little Red Riding Hood. 

Learning Intention: To talk about who Charles Perrault was.
 (where he lived, what he did)
Learning Intention: To talk about some of the stories Charles Perrault wrote.

	DT- The children will design and create their own ‘riddle story stones’. For example, a red cloak for red riding hood, some gingerbread crumbs for the gingerbread man, magic beans for Jack, etc. These will then go in our reading area to support our learning this term. 

Art - Link to the Grimm Brothers who wrote Hansel and Gretal. Can also be linked to Hansel and Gretal who are hiding in Anthony Browne’s story ‘Into the Forest’. Children design a healthy and unhealthy house for Hansel and Gretal – encourage children talk about their choices. Look at the healthy eating pyramid with children and talk about a balanced diet. Create a ‘healthy balanced’ house for Hansel and Gretal.

	Focus Text – The Gingerbread Man
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Story writing using TFW. The children will be creating their own story maps and changing parts of the traditional story to make it their own (innovation).

Learning Intention: To write a sentence using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.
	The children will learn to identify and name a variety of common animals including fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds and mammals. (What animals does the Gingerbread Man run past?)
Learning Intention: To name and group animals.
Learning Intention: To talk about where different types of animals live.
Learning Intention: To talk about how some animals are similar.
The Gingerbread Man Investigation (working scientifically)

In every single Gingerbread Man story – the poor old Gingerbread Man always comes across the same problem. 

How can we help solve this problem? Child led investigations.

Some possible outcomes…

Learning Intention: To talk about what happens when I put gingerbread in water and why. 
Learning Intention: To create a waterproof boat for the Gingerbread Man.
Learning Intention: To test out and talk about other types of biscuits which might last longer in water.
Learning Intention: To create a parachute for the Gingerbread Man to cross the river.
The children will work together to make a Weather Station which will include a weather vane. This will help them work out which direction their parachutes will blow in. 
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The children will learn about Hans Christian Anderson who was a Danish fairy tale writer. Some of his tales include The Little Mermaid, The Snow Queen Thumbelina, The Ugly Duckling, The Princess and the Pea.

Learning Intention: To talk about who Hans Christian Anderson was.
Learning Intention: To talk about some of the stories Hans Christian Anderson wrote.
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3D Art - The children learn about artist Giuseppe Arcimboldo and design their own versions linked to their favoirite traditional tales character. Link to healthy eating. [image: image6.png]


 Children use their design to create their own 3D version later on in the week. Chn take photos of their artwork on class iPad.
They will also look back on their photo in the week and talk about changes they might do next time. 

DT - The children will make salt dough gingerbread characters to go in our role play area. 

DT (See Science this week) - Designing, making, testing a waterproof boat for the gingerbread man.

	Focus Text – Goldilocks and the Three Bears
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Story writing using TFW. The children will be creating their own story maps and changing parts of the traditional story to make it their own (innovation).

Learning Intention: To write a sentence using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.
The children will learn about endings – ‘est’ and will practise these skills when evaluating/comparing their porridge. Hottest, sweetest, coolest, etc. 
	The children will explore a variety of everyday materials, including wood, plastic, glass, metal, water and rock. The children will learn to distinguish between the object and the material it is made from. 

The children will explore a variety of objects found in the three bears house and decide what they are made of (grouping). 

Learning Intention: To name some different materials.
Learning Intention: To talk about what different objects are made from.

	The children will be comparing traditional tales compared to new versions of the tales – changes over time. Compare and contrast, eg Little Red Riding Hood. The children will choose favourite tale and re-create using a modern day twist, eg Cinderella loses her mobile phone at the ball. 
Learning Intention: To compare a traditional tale to a modern-day version of it.
Learning Intention: To make a change to a traditional tale.

	DT - Designing, making, tasting, evaluating porridge (Goldilocks and the Three Bears). 

Which temperature is best and why?  Using a thermometer to record the temperatures. 

Adding healthy toppings to porridge and evaluating. 

Coming up with ‘the most perfect porridge for me’.

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Learning Intention: To add a sound and motion to my fairy tale scene.

	Focus Text – The Three Little Pigs
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Story writing using TFW. The children will be creating their own story maps and changing parts of the traditional story to make it their own (innovation).

Learning Intention: To write a sentence using capital letters, finger spaces and full stops.
	The children will continue to think about different materials and will design/make their own house for the three little pigs.
Explore with – clay, straws, paper, cardboard, plastic (lego). The children will put their houses to the test to test out which materials are the strongest. 

Learning Intention: To design a house strong enough to defeat the wolf’s huff and puff.
Learning Intention: To talk about the best and worst materials to build a house with.
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We will put them to the test overnight too to see if they need any more tweaks (DT link).
The children can check their Weather Station to check how much rain came down (possibly affecting their house during the night). 

Learning Intention: To record the weather conditions today.
Preparation for next week – children plant their beans in different conditions. 
	The children will create a timeline to show when the classic traditional tales were originally written leading up to newer versions today. 
Learning Intention: To sort fairy tales into old and new.
Learning Intention: To create a timeline of when some traditional tales were written.
Geography Link – where do the classic traditional tales come from/ where about in the world were they written?

Learning Intention: To look at a globe and point to where some traditional tales were written.
	DT - The children will make their own shadow puppets (science link) for the story ‘The Three Little Pigs’. What are shadows and how are they created? What happens when the puppet is closer/further away from the light source? 

English link - compare characters using ‘est’ from last week. Nicest, meanest, grumpiest, funniest, loudest, quietest, fastest, cutest, youngest, oldest, etc.  
DT (See Science this week) - Designing, making, testing and evaluating a house (The Three Little Pigs).
	Children explore directing beebots (dressed as pigs) to collect their bricks, straw, sticks, etc. 
Children record instructions for their chosen pathway. 

Learning Intention: To create and de-bug simple programs.

20th May Invite parents in to share traditional tales with us/fairy tale dress up day.

	Focus Text – Jack and the Beanstalk
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Using exclamation marks to create an exclamation. The children will be writing speech bubbles for various characters in the story.
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Linked to anger/surprise/excited/command/shouting…

‘Give me my harp back!’
‘Give me back my hen!’
‘I am so cross!’ 

‘You are huge!’

The children will go on to creating their own ‘story comic strips’ for Jack and the Beanstalk. 
Learning Intention: To use an exclamation mark in my writing. 
	The children make observations of their growing beans. Which ones are growing the best? Why? What do plants need in order to grow/be healthy? 
Learning Intention: To make observations of the growing beans.
Learning Intention: To talk about which beans are growing the best and why.
Learning Intention: To talk about what plants need to grow and be healthy.
Learning Intention: To talk about the similarities between what plants and humans need to grow and be healthy.
The children will look at how cows are used for produce. They produce milk, cheese, meat. We will investigate other animals which help us with produce. 
Learning Intention: To talk about how cows help us with produce.
Learning Intention: To talk about how other animals help us with produce too.
(Sheep – wool, etc)
	Compare our parents’ favourite traditional tales to our favourite traditional tales now. Talk about how those classic tales are still very popular now and how different versions of them have been written over time. 
Learning Intention: To compare our favourite tales to our parents.
Learning Intention 1: To group different versions of the same tale together.
Learning Intention 2: To talk about how I know they are the same tale.

	DT - The children will create their own beanstalks using kitchen/wrapping roll tubes. Use a shoe box as base and put the tubes through it. Giant can sit on the base to weigh it down. What’s the tallest beanstalk children can build with it standing up? How can we might it stronger? What happens if we add more weight to the bottom?
	Children explore directing beebots (dressed as Jack) to collect the harp, hen, etc.

Children record instructions for their chosen pathway. 

Learning Intention: To create and de-bug simple programs.

	Number: Fractions
Recognise, find and name a half as one of two equal parts of an object, shape or quantity. 

Recognise, find and name a quarter as one of four equal parts of an object, shape or quantity. 

Small steps:

*Halving shapes or objects.
*Halving a quantity.
	
	Running and Jumping: Jumping frogs.
Learning Intention: To jump for distance.

	
	Relationships Weekly celebration:  Show respect in how they treat others.
Learning Intention: To talk about times when I have needed help.
Learning Intention: To talk about times when others might need help.
(how we can help by understanding that we are all different and might have different things going on in our lives, etc)

Learning Intention: To talk about who I can go to when I need help. 
We will create a ‘feelings check-in’ together so the children can let teachers/others know how they are feeling each day.

	Places of Worship – Shared Rules/Beliefs
Discuss what rules we have in Year 1 and why we have them. Talk about these being shared rules that we all try to follow. 

The children will learn about how Jewish people have a special book called the Torah. Inside the book is some special rules called the ten commandments. 
Learning Intention: To talk about the rules we have in Year 1.
Learning Intention: To talk about some of the Jewish ten commandments. 
Key vocabulary – special book, Torah, shared rules, follow, believe, Jewish, ten commandments.

	Places of Worship – Where do Jewish people worship?
The children will learn about how Jewish people have a special place of worship called a synagogue. [image: image20.png]Jews have a special place of worship.
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Learning Intention: To talk about why a synagogue is special to Jewish people. 
Learning Intention: To talk about some of the things that could be seen in a synagogue. 
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Key vocabulary – Jewish, believe, God, synagogue, pray, worship, special events, ten commandments, love, community, candles, remember.
