Overview of Our Learning
Year R: Term 4

Animals

English

Writing: We will be focusing on transcription (spelling
and handwriting) and composition (articulating ideas
and constructing them through writing). We will focus
on different stories as a stimulus to aid our writing.
Children will be encouraged to write short sentences
using their phonics. The children will be encouraged to
apply their knowledge of ’special friends’ (two letters
that make one sound e.g. ‘ch’ 'sh’ ‘qu’ 'ng’ 'nk’ 'th’)

Reading: We will be continuing to decode new words
using the strategies we have been taught. Children will
begin to read CCVC words
independently. Staff will support
children 1:1 and in small groups to
help quickly identify letter sounds.

Children will listen to and talk about
selected non-fiction books to develop a
deep familiarity with new knowledge
and vocabulary.
